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SUMMARY OF NEW MAJOR CONCLUSIONS

1. The development of industrial zones has led to a large-scale migration of workers fro-n
rural to urban areas to work in industrial zones, with customs, lifestyles, attitude and
behavior of farmers, uneven levels of education and lack of professional skills, thus affecting
the quality of human resources. Workers in industrial zones usually get married with each
other, of which almost 70% are married to a person from their homeland, and at the same
time, many single parents appear. This has put pressure on the population and family­
planning, accommodation, kindergartens, schools in industrial zones.

2. Based on the case study of North Thang Long Industrial Park in Hanoi, it can be seen
that the family cohesion of industrial zone workers is not durable, which is characterized by:
(1) Husband and wife are inter-linked through economic contribution, job assignment in tl.e
family, but low quality of sex life, many manifestations of discrimination, and inequality
between wife and husband; (2) The bonding between parents and children is loose because
the parents have to work i'n shifts and overtime, and live in cramped accommodation so that
they are unable to care for their children and they have to leave their children with their
parents in the homeland; (3) The connection between workers and their parents in the village
is restricted due to living far away from one another and workers are unable to visit, take care
for and assist their parents regularly.

3. Solutions to strengthen the family cohesion of industrial zone workers in the future: i)
Strengthen the linkage between husband and wife through counseling on life skills and
family linkage, health and reproductive health care, income guarantee for child care; 2~
Strengtheningthe bonding between workers and their children by promoting the organization
of housing, kindergartens, schools for workers' children and development of childcare
counseling services; 3) Consolidating the connection between workers and their parents
through acts of caring and encouragement, thus strengthening the family ties.
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
